COUNCIL OF CANADIAN

FIRE MARSHALS AND FIRE COMMISSIONERS
HISTORY

The Association of Canadian Fire Marshals and Fire Commissioners (ACFM/FC) was formed in 1921.  In 1995 following a strategic planning session, it was recommended and agreed to change this name to the Council of Canadian Fire Marshals & Fire Commissioners (CCFM/FC). The Council of 15 members consists of the senior fire officials, (Fire Marshal or Fire Commissioner), as appropriate, of each Province and Territory, the Federal Government, and the Canadian Armed Forces. 

Governed by a registered Constitution, rules and regulations, the Council provides a forum through which issues or problems relating to all aspects of fire loss prevention, protection and emergency response could be discussed and resolved in an atmosphere of mutual respect, cooperation and understanding.  Its primary objectives are outlined hereunder.

OBJECTIVES

The mission of the Council, as reflected in the Letters Patent, is to support its members in their efforts to minimize losses from fire by the following objectives:

a. advising on and promoting legislation, policies, and procedures pertinent to fire protection and emergency response;

b. participating in the development of codes and standards relating to fire safety and emergency response;

c. promoting fire safety awareness;

d. supporting the professional development of the Canadian fire service;

e. arranging for the compilation and dissemination of national fire loss statistics;

f. identifying trends relative to the causes and the severity of fire;

g. providing advice to accredited agencies involved in the certification and testing of fire protection equipment, materials, and services relating to fire safety and emergency response;

h. providing a forum for the exchange of information on fire safety and emergency response matters.

OPERATIONS

The Council in pursuit of its objectives conducts specific operations.  Such operations should include but are not limited to:

a. preparing and releasing statements to the media dealing with fire related matters of public concern;

b. participating in the fire councils of agencies involved in standards writing, testing and certification;

c. maintaining a code structure on fire statistics in cooperation with the Canadian Association of Fire Chiefs;

d. arranging to have data on fires, collected by individual jurisdictions, analyzed and the results published and distributed on a national basis;

e. developing positions regarding the law as such applies to the crime of arson and other fire related matters and presenting those positions to the appropriate authority;

f. discussing fire related matters during conferences; and 

g. communicating, on an inter-jurisdictional basis, during intervals between annual meetings.
